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Mapping Hawaii’s Zoning Laws

Once every 10-25 years, policymakers, city planners, and community stakeholders work
together to create a “comprehensive plan” for the city to grow or change.

& All land within city limits are placed into different “zones” each with different rules,
ﬁ,mﬂﬁ designations (like residential, industrial, or commercial use) and intensity (apartments
Q ///¢= vs. single-family homes, large malls vs. small standalone stores, etc.).

Zoning rules are full of jargon, so ordinary citizens don't get to fully participate in
shaping their communities. And over time comprehensive plans may become an
obstacle to necessary change instead of a guide.

Our team is committed to developing an interactive online map and guide showing
what can and can’t be built by right in every zoning district in the state. Our goal is to
3 help residents and policymakers identify where and how the rules should change to
meet community needs.
